DESCRIEREA POZITIEI DE VISITING LECTURER OFERITA DE UVT PENTRU ANUL ACADEMIC 2025-2026

Postul de visiting lecturer cuprinde urmatoarele discipline:

Etimologie, 1 ora de seminar/saptamana in cadrul masteratului de Tendinte actuale in studiul limbii romane, anul II, semestrul I; Introducere
in studiul limbii romane, 1 ora curs si 1 ora seminar/saptamana, semestrul |, la Programul pregatitor de limba romana pentru cetatenii straini;
Limba romana ca limba strdina (pentru studentii Erasmus) - curs practic, 6 ore/saptdmana.

Etimologie este o disciplina din cadrul programului de studii de masterat Tendinte actuale in studiul limbii romane care se studiaza in
semestrul I, anul al Il-lea si are ca obiectiv general intelegerea problemelor complexe ale etimologiei romanesti si a criteriilor de urmat pentru
stabilirea originii corecte a cuvintelor romanesti si a evolutiei lor formale si semantice pana in epoca actuala. in cadrul acestei discipline sunt
studiate, de asemenea, efectele si reflexele, Tn sistemul limbii romane si in strutructura sa etimologica, ale diverselor contacte lingvistice pe
care vorbitorii de limba romana le-au avut, de-a lungul istoriei lor si in variate areale lingvistice, cu diverse populatii aloglote, dar si
particularitatile lingvistice ale unor graiuri cu descendenta romaneasca.

Introducere in studiul limbii romdne este o disciplina fundamentala din planul de invatamant al Programului pregatitor de limba romana
pentru cetatenii straini, care se studiaza la anul pregatitor in primul semestru. Cursul are ca obiectiv principal dezvoltarea abilitatii de
comunicare in limba romana ca forma de adaptare la un nou background lingvistic si cultural, pe baza intelegerii elementelor specifice limbii
romane, cu ajutorul metodelor traditionale de predare-invatare, dar si al mijloacelor moderne si directe de comunicare. Cursul isi propune ca
obiective specifice cunoasterea si intelegerea notiunilor de baza ale limbii romane din compartimentele: fonetica, morfologie si sintagmatica
cu scopul familiarizarii studentilor internationali cu particularitatile sistemului lingvistic romanesc. Cursul va ajuta studentii sa se implice in
situatii concrete de utilizare a limbii romane pentru formarea si dezvoltarea unor abilitati de vorbire, citire si scriere. Sustinerea cursului
impune cunoasterea limbii romane la nivel C2 conform CECRL, competente didactice de RLS si experienta in predarea limbii romane unor
vorbitori nonnativi.

Limba romand ca limbd strdind (pentru studentii Erasmus) este un curs practic intensiv de intiere in limba romana care urmareste activarea si
dezvoltarea competentelor de comunicare orala si scrisa in limba romand, Tn diverse situatii concrete de comunicare. Cursul se adreseaza
studentilor internationali Erasmus+ incomming ai Universitatii de Vest din Timisoara si se axeaza pe un set de continuturi lingvistice care
permit formarea unei competente minimale de comunicare Tn limba romana necesare unor interactiuni sociale cotidiene. Sustinerea cursului
impune cunoasterea limbii romane la nivel C2 conform CECRL, competente didactice de RLS si experienta in predarea limbii romane unor
vorbitori nonnativi.

DESCRIPTION OF THE VISITING LECTURER POSITION OFFERED BY WUT FOR THE ACADEMIC YEAR 2025-2026

The visiting lecturer position includes the following courses:

Etymology - 1 seminar hour per week, part of the master's program Current Trends in the Study of the Romanian Language, second year, first
semester. Introduction to the Study of the Romanian Language - 1 lecture hour and 1 seminar hour per week, first semester, within the
Preparatory Year for Romanian Language program for foreign citizens. Romanian as a Foreign Language (for Erasmus students) - Practical
Course - 6 hours per week.

Etymology is a course within the master's program Current Trends in the Study of the Romanian Language, taught in the first semester of the
second year. Its general objective is to provide an understanding of the complex issues of Romanian etymology and the criteria used to
determine the correct origin of Romanian words, as well as their formal and semantic evolution up to the present day. The course also
explores the effects and linguistic influences on the Romanian language system and its etymological structure, resulting from the various
linguistic contacts Romanian speakers have had throughout history and across different linguistic areas. Additionally, it examines the
linguistic particularities of dialects with Romanian descent.

Introduction to the Study of the Romanian Language is a fundamental course within the curriculum of the Preparatory Year for Romanian
Language program for foreign citizens, studied during the first semester. Its main objective is to develop communication skills in Romanian as
a means of adapting to a new linguistic and cultural background. This is achieved through an understanding of specific features of the
Romanian language, using both traditional teaching-learning methods and modern, direct communication approaches. The course's specific
objectives include familiarizing international students with basic concepts of Romanian phonetics, morphology, and syntax, helping them
understand the structure of the Romanian linguistic system. The course also aims to engage students in real-life situations where they can
practice speaking, reading, and writing in Romanian. Teaching this course requires C2-level proficiency in Romanian (according to CEFR),
teaching competencies in Romanian as a Foreign Language (RFL), and experience in teaching Romanian to non-native speakers.

Romanian as a Foreign Language (for Erasmus Students) is an intensive practical introductory course in Romanian, designed to activate and
develop oral and written communication skills in various real-life situations. The course is aimed at incoming Erasmus+ international students
at the West University of Timisoara and focuses on a set of linguistic contents that enable the formation of a minimal communicative
competence in Romanian, necessary for everyday social interactions. Teaching this course requires C2-level proficiency in Romanian
(according to CEFR), teaching competencies in Romanian as a Foreign Language (RFL), and experience in teaching Romanian to non-native
speakers.
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
